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NARRATIVE: Sheriff Richard A. Meyers is pleased to announce that recently released crime statistics
show a significant drop in the areas of Winnebago County under jurisdiction of the Sheriff. The
eight major categories, known as the Crime Index, in Chart “A” below show the numbers for 2008
and 2009, along with the percentage of change. For those crime categories in the rural portions of
Winnebago County, 7 showed a reduction, with the exception of Aggravated Criminal Sexual

Assault.
